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RESULTS OF THE GRANT

As part of the Florida Preschool Development Grant, Footsteps2Brilliance provided its bilingual
early learning apps to eligible families to close achievement gaps. Eligible families included
English Language Learners, migrant, special needs, rural, and low-income families. In
partnership with PAEC, Footsteps2Brilliance served 3,200 children from January to May 2022.

In just 5 months, children interacted with over
17 million words.
